It was much like that of
trombonist Britt Wood-

man, the night the Elling-
ton orchestra and Paul
Gonsalves on tenor turned
the Newport Jazz Festival
into one great fireworks
display with a marathon
Crescendo and Di-

minuendo in Blue.
“We all got totally en-

grossed. Carried away —
with Duke velling for Paul
to ‘take one more! Take an-
other one!” And the crowd
going wild."”

After a long sojourn in
California, Woodman has
been back in New York for
some months, bullding an
enviable reputation as a
jazzman of agility and un-
flagging warmth.
