Invariably, 1 would
have Dizzy Gillespie, Sonny Rollins and
Max Roach involved. Assuming this would
be a quintet, | always get stuck on the
pianist and bassist. Leaving the pianist
aside for a moment, when | think about
bassists | always consider Ron Carter,
Richard Davis, Charlie Haden, Milt Hin-
ton and others. | always wind up choosing
Duvivier.

Which brings us back to Wynton Mar-
salis. Marsalis is good — damn good —
and has proven this in a number of ditf-
ferent ways: with Blakey, with Hancock,
on his own first album. He has now decid-
ed to face the music — he has left the
coziness of the Messengers, lelt the
pressure of the Hancock super band, and
started his own unit. The Wynton Marsalis
Quintet premiered at Seventh Ave South
and it was an impressive debut.

Jazz 18 100 easy 1o record and this
glut of issues (not 10O mMention reissucs) 1s
going to confuse record-buyers and make
things very difficult for a new artist 1o get a
leg-up (why would somebody spend SIX Of
seven bucks on a new artist, when, aha,
there is the latest album by Dexter Gordon
only a couple of feet away). Let's show
some sense and consideration for quality
before we release anything of anybody s
and let’s not get into the situation where
the guality work of some is lost in the shuf-
fle — otherwise this boom is going to dry
up and people like Ornette Coleman will be
without a record label again.
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
