| The magniﬁcant,_ legendary Maxine Sullivan and a stellar group of jazz musicians will perform
In a "Salute to Miss Sullivan” at Jack Kleinsinger’s “Highlights in Jazz” series at New York
University's Loeb Student Center on March 12.

A lady with a pure, non-abrasive voice, Sullivan has been thrilling her listeners for years. She has
maintained the recognizable, subtle phrasing and admirable timing that made her a favorite among

jazz singers. Her sincerity and sensitivity in lyric interpretation and bell-like clarity are what
influenced another legend, Ella Fitzgerald.

Although she darted in and out of the music scene during the "40s and '50s, she made up for lost
time with a comeback in 1958. She clearly had practiced ins(rumental music during her “retirement”

. because she began to add the valve trombone, miniature trumpet and flugelhorn to her vocal
4 performances.

Joining her jubilant singing Thursday night are Milt Hinton on bass, Bill Watrous on trombone,
Doc Cheatham on trumpet, Phil Bodner on reeds, Warren Viché on trumpet and flugelhorn, Derek
Smith on piano and Butch Miles on drums.
